Special Free Day Pool

This summer the Diving pool underwent some major renovations. With financial support
from the DDA, the City oversaw the waterblasting of the painted surface, tile and coping
replacement, remarciting the entire pool, and adding a silicone shield. The renovations
were well over $20,000. Unfortunately, the Dive pool was not ready for opening day. The
contractor that was hired to do the work has given the City a $1,700 credit for the
inconvenience.

The City would like to repay the Citizens for their patience as the renovations were being
completed by offering a Free Pool Day and end of the year party with prizes and other
activities.

State Revenue Sharing
Affects Leslie Budget

It appears that the upcoming
State Budget will include a 2%
increase in State Statutory
Shared Revenue for Local
Communities in 2009. This
represents the first increase
since 2001. The State
Revenue Sharing program
distributes sales tax collected
by the State of Michigan to
local governments as

not and it makes it difficult on the City Staff to provide consistent service to everyone. The
current brush pickup rules are as follows:

Brush will be picked up on Monday each week. If all cannot be picked up on
Monday, the Staff will use Tuesday as an overlap day, however brush must be out
on Monday.

Branches should not be bigger than 4" in diameter.

Piles should not be over 3 feet tall.

Piles should be neatly stacked, cut ends towards the curb.

Absolutely NO THORNS.

No hedge trimmings. Small hedge and pine trimmings may go with leaves in April
or October.

No leaves or grass clippings except in April or October.

There will be a 15 minute limit for each household.

are two pieces to State
