The City of Leslie will sponsor a spring clean up on Saturday May 8, 2010 from 8am to 
12pm.  The City has contracted with Northwest Refuse to have open topped dumpsters and 
a compactor available.  The dumpsters will be located on Commercial Drive in the public 
parking lot south of the Police Station.   
  
This will be the weekend to clean out your garage and bring your larger throw away items! 
  
Leslie Spring Clean Up Guidelines: 
Event will be from 8am to 12pm, however will be first come first serve.  The City has 
reserved a limited number of dumpsters, once those are full the event will be completed. 
 The Clean up day is for City Residents only.  Please bring a valid ID.  Traffic should enter 
from the South of the parking lot (where Commercial and Carney meet). 
The following items will not be allowed: 

� No liquids  
� No Hazardous materials  
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� No Propane Tanks  
� No Tires  
� No Batteries  
� No refrigerated appliances (air conditioners, refrigerators)
